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Background: Legislation

• Existing requirements in the Police Services Act, 1990 and in the new 
Community Safety and Policing Act, 2019, once in force, require municipal 
councils to prepare and adopt a community safety and well-being plan.

• The legislation requires that the Plan: 
– Identify and prioritize community risk factors
– Identify strategies to reduce the prioritized risk factors
– Include a sustainable system to monitor, evaluate and report on the effect of the Plan
– Be reviewed and revised at regular intervals
– Be supported by an advisory committee with legislated membership

Global:
Chronic underfunding across most community sectors in Peel compromises innovation and ability to 
improve systems

Community:
No identified funding source for ongoing community engagement and implementation strategies

Partners: 
Multiple demands on partners to support implementation and aligned activities already underway, 
such as the domestic violence awareness campaign

Region: 
Turnover of contracted staff and resulting vacancies. Partner support has been extraordinary but may 
be difficult to maintain without ongoing Regional support.
