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Designated Learning Institution (DLI):  Provincially approved colleges, universit ies, 
and private colleges as well as primary and secondary schools that are designated 
learning institutions for international students. Peel Region has over 70 DLIs.  
 

 

Post Graduation Work Program (PGWP): Program for international students to remain in 
Canada for eight months to three years post-graduation. If employment in a high-skilled job is 
secured, the student would be eligible to apply for permanent residency through the Federal 
Express Entry immigration pathway1. Only nine DLIs offer this program in Peel, they are:
