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Green Bin Organics Processing Requirements

@ Expand Green Bin program to include diapers, sanitary products, and pet
waste and allow the use of non-compostable plastic bin liners.

@ Meet the Region’s diversion target of 75 percent 3Rs diversion by 2034.

@ Meet the Provincial organics waste reduction and resource recovery
\/ targets: 70% curbside by 2023 and 50% multi-residential buildings by 2025.
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Market Findings - Organics
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Sufficient processing capacity
exists or can be made available.

Most can or will be ableto
process diapersand pet waste
at a $20/tonne premium.

Othersare interested in
developing new facilities if
coupled with a 20-year contract.
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Some use Anaerobic Digestion
technology. Some use Composting.

Retrofitting Peel’s in-house system
to process diapers and pet waste
could be a challenge.

Some are interestedin
short-term (5-year)
contracts.

Most facilities have capacity to
process moderate amounts

(e.g., 15,000 tonnesto 30,000
tonnes peryear).

Those with existing processing
capacity are interested in long-

term contracts (e.g., 10to 20
years).
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Only one service provider has
capacity to process all projected yard
waste tonnage.

One service providerindicated
possibly expanding facility to
process all projected yard waste
tonnage.
