Peel data shows approximately 1,004 asylum claimant households 
are residing in Peel shelters and overflow hotels, representing 67% of 
all households within the system. Since January 2023, Peel has served a 
total of 1713 individual asylum claimants. The influx of asylum claimants 
is overwhelming our shelter capacity, where we are operating at 
32% occupancy and unable to maintain our ‘no turn away’ policy. On 
average per week, we have experienced 155 non-unique turn aways due 
to a lack of beds. This has resulted in an increase in asylum claimants 
sleeping rough outside some of our emergency shelters; at times up to 
150 asylum claimants, with an average of 46 individuals per night.
