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Notes

Food Providers, operating in all sizes and capacities, are agencies and groups that provide food-related programs and services.

Some Food Providers have two-way food sharing with Brampton Distribution Hubs.

Brampton Food Distribution Hubs have two-way food sharing with Distribution Hubs located in Mississauga and Caledon (The Exchange and The
Mississauga Food Bank) and other Food Providers located in Mississauga.

Excess food that cannot be stored and shared within Brampton, Mississauga or Caledon is distributed outside of Peel.
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
